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“My father was an average man. He was no war hero. He never wrote a book. He never ran marathons. He was a pharmacist. No recognition. No fame. But for everything that made my father “average” and “everyday,” there was one thing he did exceptionally well. He kept his promises. My father was a man of his word.
On the morning of September 4th, 2012, my father died of small cell lung cancer. I was asked by my family to give my father’s eulogy. In those final resting words, I chose to speak about my father and how he treated his promises. Too often we say things like “I’ll get to it” and “tomorrow.” One day there is no tomorrow. The promises we make and keep and those we choose to dishonor define us and this world.
I would title this speech because I said I would. On that day, I handed out for the first time what I would call “Promise Cards” to help remind people of the importance of our commitments. Simply write a promise on the card and use it as a symbol of your honor. I offered to send 10 Promise Cards to anyone anywhere in the world at no cost to them. This would set off a chain of events to the scope of which I may never understand.”

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When Roger was in junior high his parents divorced and he moved to Ohio with his mother and siblings into a crowded shared house. He spent most nights sleeping on the cold floor or in a tiny closet. “It’s just the situation we were in”, Roger remembers.
Maybe that’s why this past February his ears perked up after hearing a statistic about how many children don’t have beds in his home county of Lorain, Ohio. That is when Roger’s instincts as a former Marine kicked in and he decided to do something about it. He sought out a nonprofit called Sleep in Heavenly Peace that makes bunk beds for children in need. Roger hopped on a plane to their headquarters in Idaho, learned how to make a bed from scratch and subsequently started his own chapter back in Ohio. What may seem like a rash decision to some, to a Marine, this was an obvious opportunity to take actionIn just a few short months, with the help of volunteers and sponsors, Roger and his team have built 30 single beds for children all over the Lorain county. “It’s all worth it when you see the smiles on faces of these kids. There was this one little girl who asked: why are you doing this? I told her, because we love you”.
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It was April of 2013 when Deidre found out she was pregnant. Being around drugs, running away from home and spending time in juvenile detention was not the best way to start her high school experience. Even though she was only 15 years old, it was as if she had already lived an entire lifetime.
Deidre knew what it was like to always feel a step behind. She didn’t want her child to experience the disadvantages that she knows comes with being raised by a young single mother. So, with the help of her own mother and extended family, Deidre refused to drop out of high school while raising her daughter. She changed her circle of friends and continued her education. By the time of graduation she had transformed her GPA from a 1.2 to a 3.6.
But a high school education is often not enough to provide for a family. So, she applied to College and is currently a junior studying to be a pediatric nurse. When times get tough Deidre closes her eyes, pictures her daughter’s face and thinks about how close she is to fulling the promise she made to herself…

He was oppressed and he was afflicted, yet he opened not his mouth; like a lamb that is led to the slaughter, and like a sheep before its shearers is silent, so he opened not his mouth. He is the one who bore our griefs and carried our sorrows. He was wounded for our transgressions; he was crushed for our iniquities; upon him was the chastisement that brought us peace, and with his stripes we were healed (Isaiah 53).

He is Israel’s only savior and besides him there is no other (Isaiah 43).
